When, in 1955, the A.A. Groups
confirmed the permanent charter for
their General Service Conference,
they thereby delegated to the
Conference complete authority for the
active maintenance of our world
services and thereby made the
Conference—excepting for any change
in the Twelve Traditions or in Article

12 of the Conference Charter—the
actual voice and the effective
conscience for our whole Society.”

The General Service Conference
meets once each year in April, when
the Area Delegates and the staff

and trustees of A.A. World Services,
the General Service Office and the
A.A. Grapevine make decisions on
matters affecting A.A. as a whole.
There are two items on which the
General Service Conference may NOT
act: Changes to the Twelve

Traditions, or to Article 12 of the
Charter of the General Service
Conference. Article 12 is, word for
word, the

Long Form of the Twelfth Concept.
Changes to the Traditions or to Charter
Article 12 require the written

consent of three quarters of all the A.A.
groups.
